Andy had updated our logo with the new name and it had been inserted on the membership application forms. 
Todd mentioned that anyone with web updates should forward them to him.  Should we look into the possibility of selling advertising on our website?  

Fay Amerson noted that we may have the opportunity to get a block grant to promote fixture replacement in low income housing.  Lisa Conley mentioned that the Water Star program may get tied into the Green Tier.
